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PREFACE

The University of Delhi is a premier university of the country. Established in 1922, it
continues 1o sustain the highest global standards and best practices in higher education to
foster its long-term commitment to nation building and an unflinching adherence to universal
human values. It is with pleasure and a sense of pride that the 93" Annual Report, covering
the period from | April 2015 10 31 March 2016 is being presented.

The University was ranked 6 in the National Institutional Ranking Framework. The h-index
of the University touched 128, one of the highest among Indian universities. The University
received more than Rs 131 crores of grants in 2015-16 from extramural sources with over 260
Major and Minor research projects running in the current context. It has given grants of
around Rs 35 crores to its department faculty as Research and Development Grants and as
Innovation Projects to its colleges resulting in several prestigious research publications, books
and patents. The University has set up several incubators such as the Electroprencur Park and
Technology Business Incubators to encourage entreprencurship.

With 16 Facultics, 82 Departments, 85 Colleges and 20 Centres, the University offers about
500 programmes of study, which include undergraduste programmes, an armay of
postgraduate programmes (Masters, M.Phil and PhD.), and Cerntificate and Diploma
programmes. It has implemented the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) at the
undergraduate level and offers various skill-based programmes. It also plans to add to the
diversity of the programmes by establishing new centres such as the School of Journalism,
School of Transnational Affairs and the Institute of Cyber law and Security in the coming
year.

As a research-intensive university, the University aims to strengthen and invigorate the
research culture 1o achieve international distinction through excellence in research and
innovation. Towards this objective, it plans to frame a policy 1o incentivize rescarch,
innovation and collaboration. It is also planning to undertake various quality initiatives such
as obtaining feedback from students on the basis of a Students’ Experience Survey.

The University is moving forward with digitization of various processes. It has made the
admission process completely online and conducts entrance tests in different cities. It has also
introduced online fee collection and an online student grievance redressal system. It is also
focusing on the implementation of the system of e-procurement and taking more initiatives
for good govermnance.

With a vision to emerge as a world leader in education and research, the University of Delhi
is privileged to contribute significantly 1o the intelloctual growth of the country by serving
around seven lakh students and faculty from all across India and abroad. Presented here is the
93" Annual Report of the University.

STUDENT ENROLLMENT

As per 2015-16 data, the University has 1,92,142 undergraduate, 24,321 post graduate students, including
M.Phil/Ph.D students and 6,338 in Certiicate/Diploma/PG Diploma on rolls. The total number of students enrolled
in conventional mode is 2,22,801. Additionally, as many as 4,32,436 students are enrolled in the distance mode and
18,489 non-collegiate women students also form part of this mammoth University. The total enrollment across
conventional and distance mode in all programmes was 6,73,726 during 2015-16. At present, more than half of the
students come from states other than Delhi.
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ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE YEAR

The University of Delhi has the privilege of a venerable legacy as an institution dating back to 1922. Established by
an Act of Parliament, it is guided by the statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations that are stipulated.

With 16 Faculties, 82 Departments, 20 Centres, 85 constituent Colleges, 1 Community College, the University of
Delhi is one of the largest universities in India. With more than 6 lakh students in the formal and non- formal/
distance education mode, the University of Delhi, in keeping with its traditions and development, has moved from
strength to strength.

This is reflected in the achievements and signposts established by the University during the past one year of
reporting. Brief overviews of the noteworthy achievements of the year 2015-2016 (1 April 2015- 31 March 2016)
are presented here.

Foundation Day

The University of Delhi celebrated its 93 Foundation Day on May 1, 2015. The University Flag was unfurled by
the Chief Guest, former Vice Chancellor of the University, Prof. Upendra Baxi. Remembering a long tradition of
dedicated academic work, Honours and Awards were conferred upon teachers and distinguished persons who have
served the University with dedication and consistency. The highest award of the University, “Nishtha Dhritih
Satyam Samman” was conferred upon Prof. Upendra Baxi. “Distinguished Service Awards” to nine retired
professors from Botany, Economics, History, Management, Mathematics, Music, Social Work, Urdu and four
retired service personnel were also conferred. Besides this “Teaching Excellence Award for Innovation” based on
the performance of the Innovation projects granted by the University of Delhi were also given to 93 college teachers
involved in 28 Innovation Projects.

DEAN STUDENTS’ WELFARE
Major Activities

Open Days: Ten Open days were organized in the North Campus (Conference Centre) to guide students in the
process of admission. Altogether, more than 30,000 students and parents attended. The aspiring candidates and their
parents showed a high degree of enthusiasm and participation during the Open Days.

Help Desk: A Student Help Desk for undergraduate admissions was set up at Dean Students’ Welfare Office,
Conference Centre. This step was initiated to eliminate undesirable elements from disseminating wrong/ inadequate
information to the aspiring candidates. These help desks were in operation for more than a month in the Conference
Centre.

Orientation Programme for International Students: The office of Foreign Students Registry (FSR) was
responsible for the admission, study and secure stay of enrolled foreign nationals in University of Delhi during
2015-2016. Throughout the year, counselling was provided to those who needed it. Network and communication
was maintained with academic institutions to resolve the problems of students. The office also provided and
facilitated spaces for cultural activities for students. As many as 40 students participated in a programme organized
by Vishwa Yuvak Kendra (International Youth Centre), New Delhi. The focus of the meet was on the nation
building processes and international communities. The Korean cultural festival was facilitated at Hindu College and
more than 400 Indian and foreign nationals attended it. Financial help was extended to International Students Hostel
to organize its annual night. There was a huge participation of students in it. Throughout the year, guidance was
provided to the Foreign Students Association of Kirori Mal College and the Deputy Dean also participated in its
activities.

Admission Activities

Undergraduate Admission Co-ordination

The Dean Student Welfare Office was involved in the publishing of the University Information Bulletin for
admission to all categories (Gen/OBC/SC/ST/PwD) both in English and Hindi, as also the data analysis of the OMR
forms (online/offline). Students of all categories Gen/SC/ST/OBC were allowed to register through an online OMR
registration form. The PwD Candidates were provided separate additional facilities related to their admissions. The
bulletin of information was available throughout the admission process @ Rs. 100 each. The same could be
downloaded free of charge from the University website for all categories of candidates.

In order to address the admissions related grievances of the candidates belonging to SC/ST/OBC and PwD category,
a committee was set up with Dean Students’ Welfare as its chairperson.

Central Placement Cell Activities

The University has a Central Placement Cell to arrange and facilitate employment opportunities for the students
pursing under-graduate, post-graduate and Ph.D. studies in all the constituent colleges and departments of the
University. The academic year 2015-16 was the eighth year of its working after its inception in the year 2008. The
total number of students registered exceeded 16000, included internship registration. This year a total of 35
companies were short listed to carry out On-Campus Selection Drives at North & South Campus. More than 1500
students were shortlisted with job offers from different companies and 1100 students finally got employment in
various public and private sectors with good salary packages. This year showed a significant change as some
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corporates also showed interest in offering jobs to post-Graduate & Ph.D candidates. Along with the regular CPC
activities, experts from different fields were invited to interact with 1% and 2" year students for providing them
specialized career guidance under the Capacity Enhancement Programme. These workshops enabled our students to
interact with professionals to enhance their basic skills pertaining to CV writing, facing interviews, self-assessment
and self-employment/entrepreneurship.

Internship Programmes: Students from 1% and 2™ years from different colleges were sent to various companies as
interns to derive first hand information procurement and experience with companies. For this purpose, different
companies were invited to register with the CPC. This year many companies visited the CPC and short listed a
number of candidates for Summer Internship.

Successful Development of Permanent Audio Link: An Audio Link between the colleges of Delhi University and
Delhi University Community Radio (DUCR) has been successfully designed and developed using intranet facility of
Delhi University. With the help of this facility, students of any DU College may broadcast Radio programmes from
their college without coming to the DUCR.

This system has been successfully installed and is being used by Indraprastha College for Women. This link was
inaugurated by the then Vice Chancellor at a function held at I.P. College.

Production of Episodes on Skill Development: DUCR has been selected by the Ministry of Skill Development to
produce episodes to create awareness on skill development amongst local community through the Community
Radio and promote the Skill Training Programs of the Ministry.

DUCR has successfully recorded and broadcasted eight such episodes.

Legal Awareness Series through Community Radio: The Delhi University Community Radio (DUCR) has
started production of episodes on Legal Literacy in association with Delhi State Legal Service Authority (DSLSA).
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Eleven episodes on various topics such as FIR, RTI, Sexual harassment, Arrest, Bail, Remand, Victim
compensation, Domestic violence, Senior Citizen Rights etc. These programmes are based on interviews by students
with esteemed judges/ secretaries nominated by DSLSA.

Audio Book Resources and Braille Library

The Braille Library is actively engaged in supporting teaching, learning and research for the visually impaired
students and faculty members. It has 3 audio book production studios, 2 high capacity Braille embossers, network of
23latest computers with softwares like Sigtuna, Jaw, Dexbury, Leap Office etc. There are 1,697 audio books, 1,707
Braille books, 1,672 e-text, etc. The entire collection of audio books and e-text has been made available online an
DUCC IP range in last academic year and is accessible via ID and password at http/bl.du.ac.in. The library is
regularly used by visually impaired students enrolled in the University. Presently 220members are enrolled in the
library. The website of Braille Library has large number of hits for downloading accessible materials, it is circulated
1475 books on CDs.

USER SERVICES

(i) DULS—Website

DULS-Website which includes the catalogue of selected libraries (OPAC) a provision of e-referencing, A-Z list of
E-journals, Online Information Literacy Tutorial, Subject Portal, Ask your Librarian, access to electronic resources
including open access resources and several other user friendly features, is in operation. Till date the website has
been viewed by 5,83,396 users.

(ii) Digital Library

The Library has digitized 14386 books out of copyright zone available in DULS and have been placed on the web
for global internet accessibility using the Open Source Content Management System, namely, ‘Dspace’. The URL
is http://library.du.ac.in/dspace. The same is also available on Digital Library of India’s portal.

(iii) Information Literacy Programme

DULS has initiated and regularly conducting Information Literacy Program since 2006. and organized a total of 137
Information Literacy programs in various departments and colleges of University of Delhi including 107 E-Resource
Orientation programs, 15 Hands on Training Sessions, 15 Hands on One Day Workshops for Research Scholars in
Social Sciences. In the current year DULS has conducted 8 information Library Programs in Departments/Colleges
and in Conference Centre. 517 students including P.G., Research Scholar & Members have attended the program.

(iv) Knimbus

Presently there are 1,636 registered users from DU. In last one year there have been 1,591 logins, 3,886 searches and
2,271articles down loads through Knimbus.
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(v) Document Delivery Service

The J-Gate @UGC Infonet provides article-level access for all the databases subscribed by the UGC-INFONET
Digital Library consortium, about 5,200 open access electronic journals, and print journals subscribed by 30
University libraries designed as Inter-Library Loan (ILL) Centers of the INFLIBNET Centre. The interface provides
hyper link to articles that are available electronically and accessible in a given University so that a user can access
and download articles. For articles from journals that are not available electronically or are not accessible in a given
University, the interface facilities semi-automatic generation of ILL request directly from user(s) to the INFLIBNET
Centre or to one of the ILL Centre as the case may be. DULS is one of the 30 designated ILL Centers for the
services. We receive following advantage of J-Gate@UGClInfonet.

Provides single window searching of all the electronic databases available through UGC-INFONET Digital Library
Consortium.

Provides seamless access to millions of journal articles available online offered by 13,290 Publishers.

Provides access to massive database of journal literature, indexed from 45,339 e-journals with links to full text at
publisher sites.

Provides access to about 23,410 open access e-journals in full text, having over 9,425,618 open access articles.
Acrticle level searching for 917 print journals of DULS

Availability of photocopies of print journal articles not available in DULS through Document delivery service.
Utilize the Document delivery service by requesting other designated Universities to provide copy of the print
journal articles.

As a designated ILL Centre of J-Gate@UGCInfonet, DULS is also shouldering many responsibilities. In lieu of
electronic databases available through UGC INFONET Digital Library Consortium, worth about INR 1,00,000,
DULS shoulders the responsibility of supplying photocopies of the articles requested through J-Gate@UGCInfonet
to the scholars through out India. DULS being a large organization, having large collection of print and electronic
information content mostly serves the information requirements of its users. Hence, there are very less requests for
photocopies of the articles from DULS users to other Universities. However, as an ILL Centre, DULS is regularly
supplying the photocopies of articles. Compared to only 686 requests from our scholars DULS has received 7,146
requests from scholars of other institutions.

HUMAN RESOURCES

The training facility created in the Central Library for imparting training on ‘Use of Computers in Libraries’ has
been conducting the training programme for the benefit of Library Staff of the University and College Libraries with
the help of the resource Persons from DU Computer Centre.

Summer Internship

DULS continued to engage students of Master’s Programme in the Library & Information Science as summer
interns @ Rs. 7,500/- per month 13 student have been given training in various Libraries during the period.

The Internet access facility provided for exclusive use to research scholars at Research Floor in the Central Library
is being utilized regularly by an average number of 25-30 scholars per day. Five new computer have been added. 50
new computers have also been added for students and staff.

Ratan Tata Library

The Library has been able to add a collection of 4,004 volumes in the last financial year with a membership of about
2,505 users and the circulation of more than 68,000 books.

The RTL has augmented its computing facility and unique e-library with 86 terminals to access various resources
and one High End server. The Library has also updated its website with more value additions.

The orientation programme for various departments with special reference to e-resources has been taken up.
Central Science Library

The Central Science Library has been able to add a collection of 2,486 volumes in the last financial year with a
membership of 3,375 users and the circulation of 2.30 Lakh books. The library has excellent setup of IT
infrastructure for various IT related services. The Library continued to conduct the Information Literacy Programme
and facilitated the e-mail service to its users. The Library has been able to provide the services to users of all
faculties from science, social sciences and humanities. The library received and sent a number of documents /
articles to and from different libraries in the country through JCCC. A number of computers and electronic
equipments have been added to augment the computerized services by including the laser printers, LCD Printer,
Scanners etc. It also has Books on CD’s and DVD’s.

South Delhi Campus

The South Delhi Campus Library has been able to add a collection of 2,092 volume in the last financial year with a
membership of 1,430 users and the circulation of about 28,735 books. The library has completed the
computerization process by having the bibliographical data of books and holding data for bound volumes of
periodicals. The Library has also upgraded its website, has set up an e-resource centre, placed extensive signages
across the library, completed the bar coding of books and organized the orientation programme. The Library has
CD-ROM, Supplementary Reading materials and previous years question papers in its digital collection. A
dedicated reference desk for providing service to users is operational.

DELHI UNIVERSITY SOCIAL CENTRE CO-ED SCHOOL

The Delhi University Social Centre Co-ed Secondary School is situated within the residential campus of Block-C,
Maurice Nagar of the University Campus. Founded by a small group of voluntary women organizations in 1945, the
school gets 95% aid from Delhi Government, and 5% from Delhi University since 1964. The University has
provided a modern building for the school and also allocates an additional fund of Rupees 10-12 lakhs for
contractual staff and infrastructure facilities every year. A Nursery section has been started in a recently allotted
space, which is quite popular now. The school was upgraded from 8" to 10™ standard in 2003.The school has
strength of around 600 students. Recently the students have fared well in the Xth class examination with 100% pass
percentage. No student got less then ‘D’ Grade, which is a commendable achievement. Enrollment of students is
continuously increasing for the last 5 years, but due to shortage of space the school cannot accommodate more
students. The University has been requested for additional building. This request is under process.

DELHI UNIVERSITY WOMEN’S ASSOCIATION

The Delhi University Women's Association (DUWA) is a social welfare organization which was registered under
the Societies Registration Act XXI of 1860 (Punjab Amendment Act 1957) as extended to the Union Territory of
Delhi, on 31st October, 1964. It was started by Dr. Durgabai Deshmukh, a social activist, a great visionary and the
wife of the then Vice-chancellor Prof. C. D. Deshmukh with the vision of empowering deprived and under
privileged women. DUWA aims to promote and undertake social, cultural, recreational, educational and economic
activities for the benefit of the women, in and around the University.

Programmes and Activities

The Mind Body Centre: Promoting the wellness of the women students at Delhi University is the prime objective
of this Centre, which was inaugurated by Prof. Dinesh Singh, Vice-Chancellor of Delhi University in February
2014. As problems of the mind and body are interconnected, they need to be dealt with in a holistic manner through
the expert intermediation of physicians, a naturopath and the counselor at the Centre. In addition to free
consultation, the practice of yoga and acupressure techniques is also promoted by the Centre. Specialist doctors have
been appointed for homeopathy and naturopathy treatment of the girl students and for the women employees of the
University.

Play Schools: DUWA runs a pre-school by the name of Usha Ganguly Sishu Vihar and Durga Bai Deshmukh
Balwadi, established in 1967 and 1966 respectively in order to promote the intellectual, emotional, social and
physical development of children. The Balwadi is meant for children from the economically weaker sections, where
they are given free nutrition. There are about 210 children enrolled in both the schools.

Sahyog: The Sahyog programme helps school students of standard I-XI1 from the neighborhoods with the objective
of improving their academic performances. In this tuition support programme, the children are served nutritious
snacks and health drinks. Classes are held six days a week from 3-5 pm., and there are about 30children enrolled in
this programme.

Vaatsalya: This childcare programme is meant to support the working mothers from Delhi University with the
objective of reducing their stress related to the well-being of their children. This day-care facility is for the age
group of 6 months to 6 year old children. There are 50 children admitted to this facility.
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Women’s Hostels: DUWA established the working women hostel Sri Sadan to commemorate the International
Women’s year in 1975 and for the benefit of the single women teachers of Delhi University and affiliated colleges.
The other two hostels, Old DUWA Hostel and New DUWA Hostel provide accommodation to the M.Phil. and
Ph.D. students of Delhi University. There are about 37residents in the hostels with a full-time warden.

Drishti: DUWA members have made significant contributions through the Drishti Progamme by addressing the
needs of the visually challenged students of Delhi University. Members read out and record lessons, arranging study
materials and provide emotional support to the visually challenged persons.

Jagriti: Recognizing the growing incidents of cancer among women this programme strives to spread awareness
through organizing lectures, discussions, screening camps, street plays competitions and other activities among the
students of Delhi University.

Souvenir Shop: The souvenir shop was launched in November 2014 to commemorate DUWA’s Golden Jubilee
Celebration. Inaugurated by Prof. Dinesh Singh, the Vice-chancellor of Delhi University, the primary purpose of this
initiative is to promote the DU brand and to simultaneously inculcate a sense of pride and belonging amongst the
students and other members of the DU community. The design and sale of the souvenir items is being managed by
DUWA members. There has been a great demand for the some souvenir items like folders, sweat shirts, bags, pens,
key chains, mugs, etc.

Computer Literacy Programme: In this a four-month computer course which is conducted to impart the basic
knowledge that includes MS-Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Access and Internet. The aim of this programme is to help
girls to acquire basic computer skills.

Language familiarization Programme: DUWA is taking the initiative of conducting free short term language
familiarization courses for DUWA members, DU staff, faculty and students. The programme started with a four-five
months course of Chinese Language & German Language.

Chinese Familiarization Course: February, 2015 to August, 2015
German Familiarization Course: September, 2015 to February, 2015

DUWA also provides library facility for hostel residents and for all DUWA Members. It also conducted several
environmental awareness programmes and workshops, besides arranging sports events for the children and
members.

Some major activities during the year 2015-2016:

An Orientation Programme for the parents of the newly admitted children of UGSV & DDB Schools was held on
18" April, 2015. DUWA also conducted a “Public Lecture on Diabetes Prevention” on 6™ of July, 2015. The 31% of
July, 2015 was celebrated as Monsoon Get-Together during which Certificate of Chinese Language Course was
given to the students. A special Demonstration & Interaction shown by Yoga Expert on “Power Yoga”.
“Self-Enhancement Workshop” was organized on 12" September, 2015 .

Some special components included Stress Management; Power of Positive Thinking; Confidence Building; and
Meditation.

On 26" February, DUWA also participated in the Delhi University “Annual Flower Show” and put up different
stalls such as food-court, mind body centre facility and souvenir shop. An Environmental Awareness Programme by
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Jagriti Sub-Committee was held on 12" March, 2016, wherein college students participated in big number. The 28"
° March was celebrated as the “Graduation Day” by the UGSV and the Balwadi School.

DIRECTORATE OF HINDI MEDIUM IMPLEMENTATION

The Directorate of the Hindi Medium Implementation publishes high standard text books in Hindi, primarily on
Social Sciences and Humanities for the benefit of under-graduate and post-graduate students with Hindi
medium. Since its takeover by the University of Delhi in 1978, approximately 210 books have been published.
During 2015-16, the Directorate published 10 new books and 3 revised books. It also published about 50,000 copies
of the fast selling titles, such as, Madhyakaleen Bharat part -1 and part-2, Azadike Baadka Bharat, Bharat ka
Swatantrata Sanghrash, Prachin Bharat kaltihaas etc.

This year the Directorate achieved the highest record of sale of the books published. It was approx. to the tune of
Rupees one crore and thirty lakhs, the highest so far. During 2015-16, the UGC has mandated various universities
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all over India to establish Hindi Implementation Cells on the line of the DHMI to publish text books in
Hindi/regional languages.

FOREIGN STUDENTS REGISTRY

The international student community continued to show its interest in the University of Delhi for pursuing courses
offered by it. For the academic year 2015-2016, the office of foreign students received 2638 applications. It included
636 applications of ICCR scholarship holders. In total 552 students, 238 female and 314 males were admitted. The
University had on its role 1310 foreign nationals pursuing courses ranging from certificates courses to Ph.D.
Programme in 2015-2016.

The office of Foreign Students Registry maintained close links with enrolled students, residential hostels,
Embassies, Colleges, Departments and Institutions to ensure that international students did not face any problems
pertaining to their academics.

Many cultural activities were also organized for students. There was participation in a meet organized by the
Vishiva Yuvak Kendra (International Youth Centre). The financial assistance was provided to the International
Students House to organize its annual meet. There was close involvement of Deputy Dean, with cultural and
academic functions organized by the Foreign Students Association of Kirori Mal College.

GANDHI BHAWAN

Major Activities and Achievements

On 27 April 2015, an Interactive Session on ‘Gandhiji and Youth’ was organized. The speakers of the programme
were Smt. Tara Gandhi Bhattacharjee, Chairperson, Gandhi Smriti and Darshan Samiti, Shri A. Annamalai,
Director, National Gandhi Museum, Rajghat, New Delhi and Prof. Dinesh Singh, former Vice Chancellor,
University of Delhi.

On 28 April 2015, a Bhajan Sandhya was organized in which Dr. Sita Bimbrahw, former faculty, Kamla Nehru
College, University of Delhi sang Gandhiji ke Priye Bhajan.

On 15 May 2015, a film ‘Mahatma Gandhi: The 20" Century Prophet’ by A. K. Chettiar was screened.

On 29 May 2015, a Special Talk on ‘Yoga and Ayurveda’ by Dr. Laxmi Kant Tripathi, Ayurvedic Physician from
Times of India Group was organized.

On 5 June 2015 the World Environment Day was celebrated and saplings were planted at the premises of Gandhi
Bhawan. On the same day a Talk on ‘Disaster Preparedness: Future Challenges’ was also organized. Dr. A. K. Malik
of Delhi Fire Servicespoke on ‘Fire Safety during Disaster’ and suggested safety measures and the need for
education and preparedness on any eventuality of fire. Dr. Ritu Saxena, CMO, Department of Accident &
Emergency, Lok Nayak Hospital, spoke on ‘Pre hospital care in case of any disaster’.

On 21 June 2015, the International Yoga Day was celebrated. The programme started with a welcome address by
Prof. Anita Sharma, Director (Hon. Director) Gandhi Bhawan followed by Yoga and Meditation sessions for all
under the guidance of the Yoga Organizer, Gandhi Bhawan. Students, teachers and the non-teaching faculty in large
number were present for the same. Professor Dinesh Singh, the former Vice Chancellor, spoke of the inner goodness
and the relevance of yoga for everyone. A documentary ‘Common Yoga Protocol” from the Ministry of Ayush was
also screened. A presentation of ‘Understanding the Asanas’ by Mr. 1. N. Raman, the Yoga Organizer of Gandhi
Bhawan was organized, followed by an elaborative practical application of ‘Pranayam’ and breathing exercises by

On 21st July 2015, a workshop on ‘Quilling Art” by Ms. Shikha Gupta,
Hindu College, University of Delhi was organized and on the10th August 2015, an Interactive Session on ‘Creating
an Inclusive Society’ by Prof. Vikram Dutt, Prof. & Mentor, Department of Jounalism and Mass communication,
Delhi Metropolitan Education Institute, New Delhi was organized. A Quiz Competition on ‘Gandhi’ was organized
on 14th August 2015 and a Special Lecture on ‘Mahatma Gandhi and Railways’ by Dr. Y. P. Anand, Former
Chairman, Railway Board, Indian Railways, Govt. of India & Former Director, National Gandhi Museum, Rajghat,
New Delhi was organized on the 24th of August 2015. On 7th September 2015, an Interactive Session on ‘Know
your Mind: An Interaction with Your Own Mind’ by Shri Rajiv Ranjan, Research Scholar, Institute of International
and Comparative Education, Northeast Normal University, Changchun, China was organized. On 26th September
2015, a Rangoli Competition was organized.

Gandhi Jayanti was celebrated on the 2nd of October, 2015 with a lot of enthusiasm. On the same day an
inauguration of Graffiti wall depicting the life of Gandhiji took place. It was followed by a sarv- dharma prarthana.
To mark this event, week-long programmes were organized, starting from the 26th of September, 2015. The
programme was initiated with the organisation of a Rangoli competition with creative designs. The next day was the
time of a Geeta Discourse in which Swami Shantiswarupananda of the Ramakrishna Mission, New Delhi had an
interactive session. On the third day, a film Gandhi My Father was screened. On the same day Legal Counseling
was arranged wherein a lawyer of Delhi State Legal Services Authority (DSLSA), Patiala House Courts listened to
the problems of the participants and offered suggestive inputs. This is a regular program in Gandhi Bhawan.

The next event organized was a Special Talk on ‘“The Science and Art of Healthy Eating’ by Dr. Neelanjana Singh,
President, Indian Dietetics Association, Delhi Chapter and a well-known Nutrition Therapist. Exhibition-cum-Sale
Counters were put up that day for Khadi products by Khadi Ashram, Kamla Nagar. Also a Book Stall was put up by
the Gandhi Literature Center, National Gandhi Museum, Rajghat, New Delhi. A Charkha Spinning Demonstration
was the main attraction on 29th September 2015. Many youngsters joined in learning spinning that day. This is also
a regular program at Gandhi Bhawan and it attracts both the young and the old. Another event organized on the
same day was an Interactive Session on ‘Ayurvedic Acupressure for a Long and Healthy Life’ by Ms. Madhavi
Chakravarti, an Acupressure Therapist. She explained the use of pressure points to cure diseases. The next day a few
events were organized simultaneously. Blood Donation camp by Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital was started in the
morning and continued till the afternoon. In the Dengue Awareness campaign, pamphlets were distributed and
people were made aware of keeping their surroundings clean. At that time a Nukkad Natak in Sanskrit was
performed by the students of Hindu College.

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chair of the session. On 27th October 2015, an Anti-Tobacco Awareness Campaign was organized in which the
resource person Dr. S. K. Arora, Additional Director-Health, Government of NCT of Delhi delivered a talk before
interacting with the audience. On 28th October 2015, Dr. Sita Bimbrahw, former faculty, Kamla Nehru College,
University of Delhi rendered Gandhiji ke Priye Bhajan. On 5th November 2015, a Special Talk on ‘Homeopathy —
Myths & Facts’ by Dr. Meera Sharma, Homeopathy Consultant, Delhi University Women Association (DUWA)
was organized. A visit was organized to Rajghat and National Gandhi Museum, New Delhi on the 14th of
November 2015 and on 18th November 2015, Gandhiji ke Priye Bhajans were sung by Shri Sudhir Kumar. On 20th
November 2015, a special talk on ‘The Lure and Lore of Indian Spices’ by Prof. Sushila Narsimhan (Retd.),
Department of East Asian Studies, University of Delhi was organized.

For implementation of the Digital India Scheme in the colleges affiliated to University of Delhi the Programme
Coordinator, NSS has been designated as the Nodal Officer for the University of Delhi.It is for the first time ever in
the history of the NSS Centre that a Special Camp was organized under the mentorship of Cap. Parminder Sehgal,
by the NSS Centre during the mid-semester break of the University. As many as 200 volunteers from SRCC,
Miranda house, LBC and Kalindi College worked in Kair and Mitrao village for various social sector schemes and
awareness programmes.

NON-COLLEGIATE WOMEN’S EDUCATION BOARD (N.C.W.E.B.)

NCWEB was established in September 1944 under the DU Act 1943.The Board facilitates the students to take part
in some examinations without attending regular classes. NCWEB has emerged as an important academic option for
the female students. The Board had started with only 3 students and at present it has 17500 students. They are
studying UG courses in 13 Teaching Centres spread across Delhi. Apart from the UG centres, one PG Centre is
situated in Tutorial Building, Arts Faculty. There are 11112 students in B.A. (Part-1, Il and I1I), 6313 in B.Com
(Part-1, 11 and 111) and 851 in PG course Part-11 & 1V). 546 guest lecturers were appointed for this purpose. For PG
students, 48 Associate Professors/Assistant Professors had been appointed as per the recommendation of their Heads
of the Departments.

The students were given a chance to participate in debates, question answer sessions, creative writing and
competitions in their respective teaching centres. All this was achieved within the short teaching span of fifty days
of NCWEB teaching. Cultural activities like Mehendi demonstrations, painting, music sessions, and plays were also
held to provide a glimpse of experience of college life experience to the participants. In order to develop a spirit of
competition among the students, several inter-centre and cultural activities were organised. The glimpse of all these
activities had been seen in the annual functions of the Board and teaching centres. On 24" April, 2015, the NCWEB
e-magazine was launched. It comprises of various articles and creative writing pieces from thirteen teaching centres
of NCWEB.

As far as the result of the NCWEB is concerned, the pass percentages in the UG courses are as under:

The Board felicitated the UG students of 13 teaching centres who secured the first 3 positions, as also 15 students
and 240 students respectively who secured 100 % & 90 % marks in B.A. (Prog.)/B.Com in a subject respectively,
together with 40 students from M.A, who secured 75 % marks with a certificate.

The NCWEB has organized skill development classes in collaboration with NSDC for increased employability of
NCWEB students, in Hospital Management, Hospital Billing and BPO training among others. This has helped to
develop multiple skills as well as the personality of the participants, besides enhancing the confidence levels of the
students to avail job opportunities. Around 94 students from B.A. (Prog.) and B.Com Il and 111 years are enrolled in
the aforementioned training programmes. Currently, these have been running successfully with an increased demand
from more and more students who wish to procure skills.

Twenty Eight students of NCWEB were also trained by the ILFS (Skill Sector partner of NSDC) in their office in
Okhla. They trained them in personality development, customer care and English language communication for
facilitating their placement in companies which are marketing consumer items through the e-medium. Thirty
students of NCWEB were offered the VC internship during summer of 2015.

In the year 2015, a placement drive was conducted by the Spicejet Company for the students of NCWEB and our
students succeeded in getting around 50 percent of the job offers provided by them. Approx. 25 students of JDM got
the job offers from Spicejet. NCWEB students also benefitted from the job offers provided by SuKam Company and
3 students of SGGSCC, NCWEB teaching centre got placement in Max Hospital, Saket in the domain of Hospital
Management.

Financial aid was given to the needy students. The committee provided financial aid to 790 needy students out of the
950 students who had applied for it, at the rate of Rs. 3000/- per student. Around 442 books (free of cost) were also
provided to the students during this year. With all these initiatives, the Board is taking every conceivable step to
attain its goal of providing maximum educational opportunities to women candidates from all sections of society.

A series of initiatives towards innovative Alumni services and a set of Achiever / Heritage milestones marked the
year’s enriched Alumni service portal.

A unique Alumni Authors Library AAL conceived by its adviser Prof. Sydney Rebeiro has been established with
books, many of which are donor-autographed by eminent alumni like Dr. Karan Singh, MP, Shri Gopalkrishna
Gandhi, Shri Navin B Chawla and Dr. S.Y. Quraishi, CECs, Shri Vinod Rai, CAG, Shri Amitabh Bachchan, Dr.
Shashi Tharoor, Shri K. Natwar Singh, Dr. N. K Singh, Ms. Kishwar Ahluwalia Desai, Shri Nirmal Verma, Dr.
Ramachandra Guha and Ms. Anuja B Chauhan. The library also has select published compilation/s of landmark
Court judgments pronounced across decades by our world-eminent DU alumni jurists.

A first time integrated Alumni Services e-Window has consolidated all the frequently — sought Alumni in Need
services with Forms, Certificates, Fee Schedules etc and a close coordination with the Exam Branch has resulted in
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speedier deliverables. Over 700 alumni across four continents have been provided time-bound, 48 hour Response —
services including customized counselling, guidance and support .

To fulfill the long felt need/s of alumni seeking further studies, career advancement and citizenship requirements in
India and abroad, new measures this year encompass the first — ever e-transfer of Fees/Donations etc into Registrar
controlled dedicated Bank accounts, the introduction of e-Transcripts and the updating of the e-Master Lists of
records for immediate cross-referencing, thereby bringing our University within standard operating procedures
(SOPs) worldwide.

Through active pursuance, the Alumni Affairs Account AAAC (begun at Platinum 1997, and virtually dormant
since 2003) has been revived this year. This shall greatly benefit Alumni Services.

As many as 90 departments, centres and colleges now have (faculty) Core Coordinators (CCs) and Al
Representatives for direct liaison with Adviser/Dean Alumni Affairs, while over 25 new micro / institution —
based Alumni Chapters have received guidance and support.

Over 2000 fresh photographs coded alpix soft documents and an additional 1500 tracts, factsheets, file — folios etc
spanning 10 broad sets of Corporate, Academic, Media, Sports, Culture, Professional, Legal, Literature, Civil
Service and Eminent Public Persons Resource Pools (RPs) under the Alumni Resource Bank have been added in
the year under review.

In heartwarming, classic revival of a tradition begun in Platinum Year 1997-1998, eminent alumni were invited to
the Convocation 2015 and a large swathe of eminent alumni conveyed their “felicitations and blessings” to the fresh
graduates .

These include a brand-new, quick time Alumni Fast Track, evocative
Nostalgia and Heritage Sections and a special In Memoriam, which pays affectionate tribute to some of our dear
departed alumni .

UNIVERSITY EMPLOYMENT INFORMATION AND GUIDANCE BUREAU

The University Employment Information and Guidance Bureau (Employment Exchange, Delhi University) is
rendering valuable services to students in the field of career guidance on employment opportunities and for
attempting various public examinations. During the year, 1,29,713 candidates were registered through online
services. With 5,178 vacancies which were received with 459 employers fielding requisitions, many candidates
were placed.

The job fair for reputed firms/companies was also organized by the Directorate of Employment in two phases. The
first phase was organized between 1st August and 8th August, 2015 at four Employment Exchanges i.e. (1) Kirbi
place (2) R.K. Puram (3) Pusa and (4) Shahdara. The second phase was organized from 16th November to 9th
December, 2016 at above mentioned Employment Exchanges as also at Tyag Raj Stadium. Approximately 2000
candidates, including 300 persons with disability were placed in these companies.

UNIVERSITY PRESS

The University Press has taken various printing jobs, such as printing of degrees, mark sheets, answer books,
prospectus, yearly review, annual reports of the University as also the Academic Council/Executive Council
Minutes. It also undertook the printing of examination forms and several other items of the University and its
colleges. Besides this, the binding of various records and registers of the University was also completed.

The Press Advisory Committee (PAC) finalized the empanelment of printers. Accordingly nine printers were
empanelled with the University Press for different kind of printing jobs. The number of jobs executed during the
financial year 2015-2016 were 558, which were valued at Rs.2,23,41,971/- and 627 dockets were opened.

AGRICULTURAL ECONOMICS RESEARCH CENTRE

Major Activities and Achievements

The Agricultural Economics Research Centre, University of Delhi was established in 1954 as a section of the Delhi
School of Economics with complete funding from the Ministry of Agriculture (MOA), Government of India (GOI)
to carry out research on aspects related to rural economy and agriculture in India. Since then, the Centre has
completed more than 300 policy oriented studies for the Ministry. At present the Centre is a maintained institution
of the University of Delhi under Ordinance XX-G.

The following are the current major areas of research of Agricultural Economics Research Centre (AERC):
Economic Analysis of Costs and Returns of off-season Vegetables in Uttrakhand Farmer Suicides: Causes and
Policy Prescriptions in Haryana.

Some of the recent projects undertaken at the Centre include:

A study on “Relationship between Wholesale Prices, Retail Prices, Export Prices of Basmati in Haryana” by Dr.
Usha Tuteja for the Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India during 2015-2016. In addition, the Centre has
been submitting quarterly status of 15 indicators in jurisdiction states of Haryana and Uttrakhand under the
supervision of Dr. Usha Tuteja.

The Centre also has a small research and reference library and during the financial year 2015-16 Rs.23,256/-
(approximately) had been utilized for the purchase of books and journals in the field of agricultural economics and
on allied subjects such as rural development, environment and trade, etc.

CENTRE FOR GENETIC MANIPULATION OF CROP PLANTS
Major Activities and Achievements

The major activity of the Centre is to undertake research on genetic improvement of oilseed Brassicas through
conventional and biotechnological approaches. Major financial supports have come from the National Dairy
Development Board (NDDB) and DBT. The Centre is primarily working on molecular mapping of B. juncea. A
total of eight bi-parental DH mapping populations are being used for genome mapping and mapping of several
qualitative and quantitative traits. Different marker systems (detected and developed in the lab) such as RFLP,
AFLP, genomic and genic SSRs and RNAseq-based SNPs are being used for whole genome mapping as well as
target region fine mapping. Presently genome sequencing of B. juncea var. Varuna is being sequenced using PacBio
long read technology. Low-pass sequencing of five other important mustard lines has been targeted for developing
SNP based breeding platform.

CLUSTER INNOVATION CENTRE
Major Activities and Achievements

Design Innovation Centre at Cluster Innovation Centre (CIC) became fully operational in July 2015. The Centre
offers graduate, post-graduate and student internships who are mentored by junior and senior design fellows.
DUDIC will offer electives, certificate courses, workshops and design camps with the objective of infusing design-
based learning. The courses will be delivered in a blended-learning format.

Eight interns are working under four Senior Design Fellows and four Junior Design Fellows. Currently, at DUCIC —
Technology Business Incubator (MSME), eight projects are being incubated out of which four are in the product
development stage, two are in the market testing stage, one has received Venture Capitalist funding for final launch,
and one is already a profit making start-up. TBI provides laboratory/workshop facilities and office space to the
selected incubates in a Public Private Partnership (PPP) mode with the incubate committing 15% of the cost of
incubation for leading to a micro scale start-up or 25% of the cost of incubation for leading to a small scale start-up.
Funding ranges between Rupees Four Lakh and Rupees Eight Lakh.

MSc. Mathematics Education (MME) students have developed Math Plaza, a creative platform to create,
demonstrate and experiment innovative teaching-learning resources for active mathematics learning. As an ongoing
project in the past two years, it is based on real time teaching challenges faced by students and math teachers.
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Resources at Math Plaza can be used by students, teachers, researchers and others who have an interest in math
education.

MME students have presented their work in various conferences and seminars at national level. Students presented

COMPUTER CENTRE

During the last one year, Delhi University Computer Centre (DUCC) further strengthens ICT infrastructure and
services at University of Delhi. As an epicenter of all the IT related resources, DUCC serve the Internet and other
requirements of the University. Network was planned and maintained to ensure maximum availability of network
and services running on it. All the associated colleges continue to use Authentication Services to facilitate faculties
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and students to use internet services in compliance with Department of Telecommunications guidelines. Wi-Fi
system installed at colleges enables internet access to all students across a variety of devices like laptop, smart
phones, tablets etc. The Wi-Fi facility in colleges has enabled the students to access internet provided by the
University and share the knowledge among them.

Apart from day-to-day activities related to network, website, training etc., various new initiatives were taken by
DUCC to meet the current requirement of the University ICT. Some major projects currently running and
maintained by DUCC and new initiatives are as follows:

Bandwidth Upgradation from 1 Gbps to 10 Gbps: The bandwidth utilization at both North & South Campus and
associated colleges was utilized to its full capacity. The National Knowledge Network (NKN) was requested to
accommodate the additional bandwidth requirements. The same resulted in increase of bandwidth from 2 Gbps to 10
Gbps at North Campus. University of Delhi is among the highest utilizer of NKN resources across the country. The
increase in bandwidth at South Campus will also be taken up with NKN in near future.

Campus wide Wi-Fi at both North and South Campuses with AAA Authentication: Campus wide Wi-Fi was
successfully launched and running across both North and South Campus. The service is available to faculty, student
and staff of the University. At present all the faculty, staff and students who want to avail the Wi-Fi facility have
been provided campus wide Wi-Fi access with individual login and password. The Wi-Fi setup has been built to
have Authentication, Authorization, and Accounting (AAA) at individual internet user level. More than 6000 users
already availed the Campus Wi-Fi facility and the count is increasing day by day.

Logging of Internet Traffic: As per the guidelines of Department of Telecommunications, any organization needs
to maintain the internet traffic logs for the past 6 months. DUCC continues to use the logging mechanism wherein
all the network traffic including the Wi-Fi traffic is being logged for individual users.

Wi-Fi Network Monitoring in Place for Proactive Monitoring: In order to proactively monitor the Wi-Fi
network, the monitoring hardware is put in place which can help in proactive troubleshooting and help in
maintaining maximum uptime for Wi-Fi Network.

College Network: The bandwidth of 100 Mbps continued for all the off campus colleges. In view of the
requirement to maintain the maximum uptime of internet services, DUCC has taken strong steps to ensure that the
college VPN connectivity should be in ring architecture. In case of disruption of VPN connectivity from one side the
network remains available from other side of ring.

DEVELOPING COUNTRIES RESEARCH CENTRE

Major Activities and Achievements

Developing Countries Research Centre (DCRC) has been one of the pillars of research analysis in University of
Delhi. It took shape on 20 April 1993 under the Board of Interdisciplinary Programme through Ordinance No. XV-A
by University of Delhi. The idea got a platform through the cooperation of teachers and researchers from several
Departments and Colleges of University of Delhi engaged in studying problems of the developing countries of Asia,
Africa and Latin America in a comparative perspective.

Since its inception, the Centre has organized major national and international seminars and conferences on themes of
significant interest, sometimes in collaboration with prestigious institutions. In 2015-16, the Centre conducted the
following activities:

The first National Social Science Colloquium was held on 16-17 April 2015 on the theme, “Researching the
Contemporary India”. It emphasized on the need of the Indian Society amidst the new digital capabilities cementing
the distances and changing the adapted spaces of the world. It focused on wide range of areas including civic and
political studies, cultural studies, resource and people’s movements, environmental studies, social policy, education.

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INTERDISCIPLINARY CENTRE FOR PLANT GENOMICS

Activities and Achievements

In their efforts to sequence wheat genome as part of International Wheat Genome Sequencing Consortium, the
primary task of the Interdisciplinary Centre at University of Delhi South Campus was to generate BAC end
sequence data from both the ends of these BACs using Sanger technology. Till date, sequencing of 1,30,848 BAC
clones has been performed from both the ends using T7 (forward) and a custom designed reverse primer, generating
2,61,696 sequences, with 2-3% error rate. In total, nearly 150 Mb of wheat genomic sequences having an average
read length of ~550 bp per BAC end have been generated. After quality assessment of these BAC-end sequences,
these data have been analyzed for repeat identification, gene content and functional annotation, identification of
SSRs and compared with model grass genomes.

WORLD UNIVERSITY SERVICE HEALTH CENTRE

Major Activities and Achievements

The World University Service (WUS) Health Centre came into existence on March 19, 1955. A number of new
facilities have been added over the years. The WUS Health Centre (North Campus) caters to approx. 1 Lakh
beneficiary population, i.e., regular employees, retired employees and their dependents, resident and non-resident
students and Ad hoc and contractual staff. The total OPD attendance for the year 2015-2016 was 142791 and the
total clinical services (Physiotherapy, Pathology Lab., ECG, Nursing, Dressing and X-Ray) was 173211, i.e., about
800 patients per day, 6 days a week. These numbers are ever increasing.

WUS Health Centre (South Campus) caters to approximately a clientele of 9000 beneficiaries. Approximately 100
patients avail W.U.S. Health Centre (South Campus) facilities per day (six days a week).Health Centre (East Delhi)
caters to approximately a clientele 3300 beneficiaries. Approximately 40 patients avail WUS Health Centre (East
Delhi) facilities per day (five days a week).WUS Health Centre (West Delhi) Caters to approximately 3000
beneficiaries. Approximately 50 patients avail WUS Health Centre (West Delhi) facilities per day (five days a
week).

The WUS Health Centre (North Campus) provides relentless services for the University employees, their
dependents and students. It provides OPD services from 08:00 AM to 08:00 PM, six days a week and remains open
on Sundays (08:30 AM to 10.30 PM) and Gazetted Holidays (08.30 AM to 10.30 PM). It remains open throughout
the day even on Holi and Diwali Holidays. It provides emergency services round the clock. It has 4 full time
Medical Officers, 4 Medical Consultants on contract, 1 Medical Officer on contract, 3 Part-time Medical Officers
(contract), 12 Part-time Visiting Specialists who provide Specialized services for two hours in Cardiology (thrice
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per week), Neurology (once per week), Psychiatry (once per week), Orthopedics (five days per week), E.N.T. (five
days per week), Paediatric (four days per week), Skin (4 days per week), Ophthalmology (thrice per week), Dental
(six days per week) and Optometry (six days per week) and ECG facilities (five days per week). The center has a
Pathology Laboratory, Physiotherapy Unit, X-Ray Department, Nursing Station, Dressing Room and Basic Life
Support Ambulance.

Computed Radiography (CR) System with Dry Imager as an attachment of 500 mA Siemens X-Ray Machine of
Siemens make was installed in Radiology Department of W.U.S. Health Centre on September 1, 2015 and at present
computer processed X-Ray Films can be generated which are more accurate and reliable.

WUS Health Centre (South Campus) caters to its beneficiaries from Monday to Friday from 09:00 AM to 05:00 PM
and on Saturday from 09:00 AM to 03:00 PM. It has 1 full time Medical Officer, 2 Part-time Medical Officers
(contract), 1 Medical Consultant on contract, 3 Part-time Visiting Specialists who provide Specialized services for
two hours in Gynecology (thrice a week), Ophthalmology (twice a week) and Dentistry (thrice a week). The center
has a Pathology Laboratory, Physiotherapy Unit, Nursing Station, Dressing Room, ECG facilities and Basic Life
Support Ambulance.

WUS Health Centre (East Delhi) and WUS Health Centre (West Delhi) cater to its beneficiaries from Monday to
Friday from 09:00 AM to 03:00 PM. Each has 1 full time Medical Officer. Each center has a Pathology Laboratory,
Pharmacy, Medical Store and Dressing Room.

Major Activities and Achievements

Department of Philosophy, University of Delhi, offers both teaching and research at various levels, such as M.A.,
M.Phil., and Ph.D. At M.A. level, it has the combined sanctioned seats of 277 (both North and South Campuses).
M.A. courses (compulsory and optional) are divided into 4 semesters over two years and taught by regular faculties
and a few invited faculties from Delhi University Colleges. At M.Phil. and Ph.D. levels, it has both lecture based
course work and research work through writing a dissertation. In M.Phil. programme, it offers 25 seats, whereas in
Ph.D., it admits students as per the availability of the seats. In the current session (2016-2017), the Department has
admitted 15 M.Phil. and 15 Ph.D. students. In all the three programmes, both Indian and Western philosophical
traditions including contemporary discourses are covered. The total faculty strength of the Department is 19, 11 out
of which were recruited in early 2015, specializing in various areas of philosophy and actively engaged in both
teaching and research.

In the last one year (2015-2016), the Department has organized some national level seminars and conferences,
besides its regular Friday seminars for which external speakers, national and international, are also invited to speak.
Some of our senior faculty members are associated with various academic societies and institutions like Indian
Council of Philosophical Research, University Grants Commission, Central Board of School Examinations, and
various Public Service Commissions, apart from international associations. They are also awarded major research
projects by Delhi University and University Grants Commission. The Department has exchange programme under
MoU with foreign universities like Carleton and Edinburg.

The Total number of students who took admission in North and the South Campus Units combined
in M.A. and Ph. D. Programs is 147 and 17 respectively.

Major Activities and Achievements

Organisation and evolution of genomic segments harbouring miRNA and transcription factor genes with associated
cis-regulatory elements has been studied. Studies on identifying and characterizing Nitrosative and Abiotic (cold)
stress Signal Transduction components following a proteomics approach in Brassica (indian mustard) and
Seabuckthorn (a Himalyan shrub) have been done. Reproductive biology of RET tree species has been pursued and
the baseline data has been generated and reasons for the lack of double fertilization in the Podostemaceae is in the
process. In-vitro and in-silico anti tumorus activities were evaluated using natural plant extracts as well as isolated
bioactive compounds of different plants. Molecular systematic study of Indian Alysicarpus and Indigofera has been
completed. Molecular phylogeny of Crotalaria L. (Fabaceae) and phylogeny and biogeography of Indian
Cucurbitaceae is being studied. Functional mechanism in the light of climate change and its effects on the
functioning of the Delhi ridge species is being studied. Intense association of acrocarpous mosses with soil fungi is
one of the strategies to absorb nutrients unavailable for the plants. Glomus is found in rhizosphere soil of all moss
species.

The Department has 42 faculty members at present, who work in diverse
areas of chemistry, including inorganic, organic and physical chemistry. Some of the subareas in the above-
mentioned disciplines include (i) bioinorganic chemistry, organometallic and main group chemistry, supramolecular
chemistry, (ii) bioorganic chemistry, natural products, carbohydrate related chemistry, green chemistry, catalysis,
and medicinal chemistry, (iii) theoretical studies including computational chemistry, both the experimental and
theoretical aspects of electrochemical studies, molecular dynamics, protein and peptide chemistry, and chemical
thermodynamics. Some interdisciplinary research works in the field of materials chemistry are also being pursued.
Research grants were secured from funding agencies such as DST, DBT, CSIR and UGC. The DST has identified
the chemistry department as one of leading research departments due to the department’s extensive contributions to
research.

Besides, the grant was given to faculty members to visit Africa and acquire first hand field experience. Part of the
grant was allocated to Ph.D. scholars to assist them financially to go to Africa for collecting data for the research.

POLITICAL SCIENCE

Major Activities and Achievements

The Department was established in 1952, with the strength of postgraduate students having grown steadily, from 40
then to more than 1000 now.

In both its research and teaching, the Department has encouraged a comprehensive and comparative study of the
field of politics, while keeping the Indian reality firmly in sight. It has also sought to de-centre investigations of the
political, and craft a research agenda that questions the applicability of dominant European models of thought and
practice to postcolonial contexts, while acknowledging how critically important it is for us to grasp those models. It
has, in particular, encouraged studies in the sub-field of Indian Political Thought, in conjunction and in comparison
with Western Political Theory. Methodologically, it has remained ecumenical, remaining open both to quantitative
and interpretive analysis, and to statistical as well as ethnographic and archival research.

The Department has delineated ‘Democracy, Norms, and Institutions’ as constituting its current thrust area, which
has been the focus of several national and international seminars it has organized. Of major activities pursued over
the last year, the most significant have been: three inter-institutional collaborative projects and eleven other major
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projects undertaken by various faculty, and the introduction of thirty-one new optional courses for the MA Political
Science Program.

A Seminar on Sovereignty, Public Interest and Land Acquisition: Land Acquisition Amendment Bill 2015 was held
on April 8, 2015. It was jointly organized by the Departments of Economics, Sociology and Geography. This
seminar was an attempt to bring in conversation diverse perspectives around the Land Acquisition Amendment Bill
2015 and the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement
Act 2013. It looked into the questions of sovereignty and public interest in the emergent land acquisition
framework.

In collaboration with the Delhi School of Economics, Prof. Meenakshi Thapan organized the Prof. D.S. Kothari
Memorial Lecture by Professor Veena Das on 'What Does Ordinary Ethics Look Like? Re-imagining Everyday
Life' on July 29, 2015, at the Vivekananda Hall, Delhi School of Economics.

The Third workshop on Climate change at the Department of Sociology was held on 20-21 January, 2016. The
workshop, in keeping with the pattern of the earlier two workshops organized in 2014 and 2015, provided a platform
for exploring theoretical and in-depth issues surrounding climate change from a sociological perspective.
Presentations at the workshop were made by faculty, M.Phil. and Ph.D. students. Each session had a discussant from
faculty or the wider student body. There were 69 participants including students and scholars from other universities
in Delhi, the NCR and international universities.

The workshop was titled ‘Did Anyone Cry Anthropocene? Frames from India’ as a playful take on the story of the
boy who cried wolf. It aimed at investigating the idea of the Anthropocene, a recent concept which signifies the age
of human driven planetary change, in the context of frames growing out of experiences in India. The workshop
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opened with inaugural remarks from the Head of Department, Prof. Abhijit Dasgupta and a paper by the convener,
Prof. Rita Brara, titled ‘“What might we mean by the Anthropocene?’

A Research Scholars Workshop was held in the Department on March 10 and 11, 2016. Ten Ph.D. and M.Phil.
scholars of our department presented research papers in four panels: Practices of Pedagogy: Scenes from the
Everyday; Negotiating ldentity: Law, Land and State; Inheriting Community; Children at the Margins. Twenty
discussants from faculty and research scholars engaged in depth with the papers, apart from the audience. The
workshop also had a Round Table on 'Reflections on Field and Fieldwork', where faculty and senior research
scholars led a discussion on this theme.

Inter-Institutional Collaboration

The Department has agreed in principle to sign MOU with Lieden University, The Netherlands and Xiantan
University, Hunan, China. As a part of MOU it has been agreed to exchange students, faculty members and organize
workshops, seminars and publish books and articles. The MOUs are now being processed by the University of
Delhi.

Major Activities and Achievements

Programmes: The Department is running two Master Degree Programme i.e. MCA & M.Sc. Computer Science The
Department started three year Master of Computer Applications (MCA) programme in the year 1982 & M.Sc.
Computer Science course in the year 2004 with the aim to develop core competence in Computer Science and
prepare the students to carry out development work, as well as take up challenges in research.

Research: Besides these the Department has strong research interests in diverse branches of Computer Science
(Artificial Intelligence, Parallel Computing, Databases, Data Mining, Software Engineering, Computer Graphics,
Networking, Web Technologies, Information Security, Algorithms and Bioinformatics) and offers a Doctor of
Philosophy (Ph.D.) Programme aimed at producing quality researchers. At present the department has about 52 Ph.D
students and 6 have been awarded degree in the year 2015-16. 23 MSc research projects were undertaken, some of
which are in various stages of publications.

Placements: Reputed software companies like Amazon, Blackrock, National Instruments, Directl, SumoLogic,
Morgan Stanley, Nagarro, Thorogood, Accolite, Adobe, Aristocrat participated in campus placement process. Total
83 job offers were received by MCA and MSc students during campus placements. At Least 15 students had more
than one job offers. Minimum and maximum salary packages were 4.5 LPA and 20 LPA respectively.

Student Activities: Eleventh Annual Technical Fest “SANKALAN” was organized by the students of the
Department of Computer Science. The festival was attended by approx. 400 students of Computer Science from
colleges all over India.

BIOCHEMISTRY (VPCI)

Major Activities and Achievements

The studies on ‘erythrocyte membrane protein profile and oxidant and antioxidant status of blood in bronchial
asthma’ in the Department of Biochemistry (VPCI) had shown that in asthmatic patients there is increased oxidative
stress as compared to controls in red blood cells. The protein profile of erythrocyte membrane in 2-D electrophoresis
showed significant differential expression of proteins in asthmatic and healthy subjects, which may be correlated
with the oxidative stress.

Study on CRHR1 and GR gene polymorphism and their correlation with the expression of various inflammatory
cytokines in asthma in North Indian population showed the presence of SNPs in CRHR1 gene at 37260 (rs242940)
(T/C), 50089 (rs242949) (T/C), 50229 (A/C), 50300 (A/C) in 16 asthmatics further. The sequencing of GR geneis in
progress.
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Role of innate immune response mechanisms in development of bleomycin induced lung fibrosis was studied in rat
model. The protease (MMP-9) and antiprotease (TIMP-1) involved in extracellular matrix remodelling showed
increased expression of MMP-9 protein from day 7 upto day 14 and decreased on day 28 while TIMP-1 expression
progressive increased showing an imbalance in protease and antiprotease activity.

Major Activities /Achievements

Department of Dermatology & STD was established in the year 1962 when Maulana Azad Medical College was
started. Department has fully equipped outpatient department catering to an average 600 patients per day. Minor
O.T. services are also available daily. In addition, for the care of inpatients the department has two wards (separate
for males, females and children) with a total strength of 41 beds. It also runs a full-fledged operation theatre 2 days a
week where all minor and major dermatological surgeries including laser procedures are being carried out. Recently
we have added state of art operating chair for the minor OT in the department. We are carrying out non-cultured
melanocyte transfer technique for treatment of stable vitiligo. All latest chemical peels are being carried out in the
department. A pilot project in collaboration with IGIB is being carried out on antibiotic resistance in acne patients.
The department also runs daily and weekly special clinics. The department is also having a fully equipped seminar
cum teaching hall with state of the art audio-visual facility including computer and scanning apparatus. It also has a
regularly upgraded Departmental Library.

The department has the unique distinction of being the only medical college in North India with 4 state of the art
lasers (Fractional Er Yag, IPL,Nd Yag (Q sw) and CO,).We are in the process of acquiring Fr CO, laser.

Research work is being actively carried out with many publications in reputed international and national journals
having been published this year as can be seen in the attached report. The faculty has achieved various honors in
many reputed forums.

The Department of Microbiology at Maulana Azad Medical College is at the forefront of teaching the principles and
art of Clinical Microbiology to Undergraduate, Postgraduate and Ph.D students and in providing diagnostic and
prognostic laboratory services to the patients referred from Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi. In addition, the
department organizes teaching and training programmes for BDS and B.Sc. (Nursing) students and short-term
training courses for M.Sc (Microbiology & Biotechnology), B.Sc (Biotechnology & Biomedical sciences), B. Tech
(Biotechnology) and Diploma MLT students at other institutions. The HIV Laboratory in the department functions
as a State Reference Laboratory (SRL) for HIV and monitors the quality of HIV testing of the 26 linked ICTCs and
PPTCTs as per the NACO guidelines. The HIV Laboratory also provides facility for absolute CD4-T-Lymphocyte
count to not only the patients registered at the ART Center at Lok Nayak Hospital, but also the ART Centre at Guru
Teg Bahadur Hospital, Dilshad Garden. In addition, the HIV Laboratory houses the Integrated Counseling & Testing
Centre, which provides laboratory testing and counseling services for HIV to direct walk-in and referred clients. The
HIV testing performed by rapid tests has been accredited by National Accreditation Board for Testing & Calibration
Laboratories (NABL) as per International Standard, 1SO15189:2012. In addition, the STD lab of the department is a
regional STI reference, research and training laboratory and the phage lab in the department is the National
Staphylococcal Phage Typing Centre.
