ACHIEVEMENTS OF THE YEAR

Academic

It gives me pleasure and satisfaction to report that the University of Delhi has with its traditions
and growth, moved from strength to strength. This is reflected in the achievements and signposts
established by the University.

I'would like to mention at the very outset that the University of Delhi has been placed among the
top ten institutions of higher education in India surveyed by Times Higher Education World —
Thomson Reuters. This is a tribute to the inherent strengths in the system and institutions of the
University and reflects the caliber of our students, faculty, administrative and support staff
besides its infrastructure.

The University has introduced two new courses in this academic year:
(i) Master of Mathematics Education under Meta University concept
(i) B.Tech. Humanities under Meta College concept

The Academic Council and Executive Council of the University have approved the introduction
of a four-year undergraduate programme course with multiple degree options from this
academic year 2013-2014.

Innovation Projects

We are glad to report that about 17 projects have received media attention, and four are filing
patents. The hands on approach showed results at the Innovation Plaza and drew attention to real
life problems of shelter, water and air pollution, urban transport, nutrition, preservation of history
and culture, weekly markets and many others. Many newspapers have periodically carried different
reports and subsequently one book on weekly bazaars in Delhi has been published.

The Academic Congress of the University of Delhi was held on 6" and 7" September 2012 on the
subject “Enabling the Young: Rethinking Education”. The sessions explored changes in knowledge
and learning systems in India and proposed good practices for meeting the challenges of higher
education in the 21st Century. More than 50 personalities were the speakers amongst them
were Dr. Sam Pitroda, Advisor to the Prime Minister, Prof. Mrinal Miri, Rajya Sabha Member,
K. Srikant, cricket icon. About 2000 participants shared views on various aspects of education
such as curriculum, research, social implications, school-college interface, skills training,
entrepreneurship and sports. The Vice-Chancellor met 4000 students and 600 parents who
participated to the academic congress.

Gyanodaya Express

The University of Delhi assisted by the Indian Railways organized a dedicated train “Gyanodaya
Express” for two educational journeys. The first batch of 940 NCC and NSS girl students,
accompanied by 60 teachers and staff, travelled from 8" to 19* July 2012 through central and
western India to understand Gandhian philosophy and the diversity of the country. They visited
historically and culturally important cities such as Sabarmati, Mumbai Naval Base, Madgaon,
ISRO and Wardha. The second batch of 865 men and women cadets from NCC along with



30 students of special needs, 65 teachers, 21 staff and a media team travelled west border areas of
Rajasthan and interacted with Army personnel to understand the challenges of national security.
The trains were equipped with internet, library, laptops and project equipment. The students
relate book knowledge to their travel experiences under the guidance and supervision of teachers.

The Legacy of Srinivasa Ramanujan

An International Conference, commemorating the 125 birth anniversary of Ramanujan was
organised from 17 to 22" December, 2012. 'The legacy of Srinivasa Ramanujan' was discussed
and brought to a conclusion to mark it as National Mathematical Year. Dr. M.M. Pallam Raju,
Minister of Human Resource Development inaugurated the session with a valedictory address by
Mr. Jitin Prasad, Minister of State, HRD. The six-day session was attended by several renowned
mathematicians across the Globe. The SASTRA Ramanujan Prize of $10,000 was awarded to
Professor Zhiwei Yun, Stanford University, USA. Delhi University had announced prizes for a
students’ competition on “Encryption/Decryption” and gave the awards to three different teams
from St. Stephens’ College, Keshav Mahavidyalaya and Ramjas College. These winning teams will
visit Chennai and Cambridge where Ramanujan lived and studied.

National Knowledge Network (NKN)

To provide higher education to a large number of students, the University of Delhi is creating and
deploying e-resources extensively. The university is part of NKN — a high speed, hi tech facility
which links its own institutions and places them on the knowledge highway of India. Computers,
projectors and laptops have been given to all colleges to enable them for setting up of technology
aided classrooms for interactive teaching. Through the Institute of Life Long Learning, e-material
relating to the curriculum is available free of cost. Discussions are in progress with other universities
of the courtry and globally for collaborative programmes for the virtual learning environment.

An unprecedented turnout of students participated in the launch of the Public Lecture Series initiated
by National Knowledge Network on 23 January 2013. A live audience of 1200 persons were
linked to 11 institutions across India in a two-way interactive mode in the Vice Regal Lodge,
Convention Hall. Another 500 institutions could see the proceedings through a one-way link. The
session, moderated by Vice Chancellor Prof. Dinesh Singh saw Dr. Sam Pitroda and Dr. Michael
Sandel from Harvard University addressed the topic “Democratising Information, Justice, Equality
and the Rule of Law.” The participating institutions included IIT Bombay, IISc Bangalore, IIT
Guwabhati, Gujarat Vidyapeeth and Lady Shri Ram College for Women (DU). About 2,00,000
people simultaneously witnessed this Public Lecture and established the power of communication
through IT. It is a pride for the students of the University of Delhi who formed the first audience
for such a programme, possibly the largest e-network in the educational system of the country.

University Journals

The University of Delhi has announced to launch three new journals on Creative Writing, Humanities
and Social Sciences, and Natural Sciences. Primarily foregrounding significant work by students
and teachers of the University, the journals will have eminent advisors and peer reviewers. These
journals will be available on-line, free of charge, with open access.



Besides the academic programmes, many other activities were held in this period which expanded
the learning experience. Some of these are as follows:

Antardhvani — Delhi University’s Annual Cultural Festival

The second season of Antardhvani and the Flower Show was inaugurated on 22" February 2013
by Shri Kapil Sibal, Minister of Communications and Information Technology. More than 1,50,000
visitors visited the University stadium complex to enjoy Antardhvani’s offerings. It included music
and dance, theatre, sports, an international plaza, a multi-cuisine food court and many other creative
events. Exhibitions were mounted by NCERT, IGNCA, College of Art, Sports Council and Gandhi
Smriti. The Innovation Plaza was well applauded which presented 113 interdisciplinary projects
from different colleges besides 20 stalls from the Cluster Innovation Centre, and the Institute of
Life Long Learning. Delhi University introduced this year, ‘Awards of Good Practice’. Different
colleges and departments bagged this award. Maharaja Agrasen College was awarded "10 lakhs,
Kalindi College ‘7 lakhs and Acharya Narendra Dev College ‘5 lakhs each. Commendation prizes
of "1 lakh each were given to Shaheed Bhagat Singh College, Shivaji College and the Non-Collegiate
Women’s Education Board. In the category of departments of the University, the Physics
Department was awarded 10 lakhs, the Psychology Department 7 lakhs and the Geology
Department ‘5 lakhs each. Commendation prizes of "1 lakh each were given to the Persian
Department, Department of Slavonic and Finno-Ugrian Studies, Law Centre 1 and the Department
of Zoology.

His Holiness the Dalai Lama’s Visit

His Holiness, the Dalai Lama, who is also an Honorary Professor at the University of Delhi, held
a special meeting on 14" January 2013, with students and faculty on how to integrate scientific
research as part of a curriculum on ethics. Accompanied by the Bhutan Prime Minister, Dr. Lobsang
Sangay, and a team of eminent scientists, social scientists, and educational administrators, His
Holiness kept the audience spell bound with his discourse on ‘Secular Ethics’. Speaking of the
‘hygiene of the mind’ he emphasized the values of compassion, scientific findings, and conscience
in leading towards humanitarian social order. He emphasized that understanding the principals of
secular ethics from an early age is important. The question answer session with students engaged
the Dalai Lama about violence, poverty, global warming and other contemporary issues and were
deeply engrossed in the thoughtful conversations that followed.

Software Technology Park on Campus

Software Technology Park of India (STPI) signed a MoU with Delhi University on 20 January
2013 to set up Technology Parks at the Cluster Innovation Centre, north campus to begin with and
will be expanded to other areas later. The STPI will enable students to get training in software,
hardware and entrepreneurship, thereby broadening the corpus of skills and enhancing employment
capability.

Delhi University Archives

The Delhi University Archives have been relocated to three floors in the Vice Regal Lodge and are
open to public for guided tours by appointment. The building which has special significance served
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once as a Circuit House, then became a “temporary” home to several Viceroys and was later
handed over to the University in 1933. Visitors are briefed to this history. The Ball room and the
Oval room capture a bygone era. Mahatma Gandhi would have come to this building for meetings
in preparation of the Irwin pact. One gallery on a floor recounts the history of the University since
1922, its founding year, while another gallery has outstanding photographs of the 'Uprising of
1857'. The basement takes visitors to the chamber where Shaheed Bhagat Singh may have been
imprisoned opened for the first time. The Archives make it possible for visitors to see a part of the
Vice Regal Lodge and to imaginatively experience some moments in history.

Delhi University’s Foundation Day

In 90 years of'its history, the University of Delhi celebrated its Foundation Day for the first time on

27 May 2012. It was a coming together of the past and the present. Prof. Dinesh Singh said we
must recall the significant history of the University, founded in 1922. Dr. Karan Singh, Member of
the Rajya Sabha, and an alumnus of the University was the Chief Guest on this occasion. He

unfurled the University flag and gave a stimulating address to the guests.

Remembering Rabindranath Tagore

To mark the 150 birth anniversary of Nobel laureate, Rabindranath Tagore, the University of
Delhi organised a programme on 24* April 2012. Dr. Sonal Mansingh, the eminent dancer, Padma
Vibhushan awardee, presented Tagore’s depictions of ‘Naayika’ through lyrics, abhinaya and dance.

Classical Dance Performance

Padma Bhushan Swapna Sundari gave a memorable dance performance, “Vilasini Natyam: Temple
and Court Dance Tradition in Andhra Pradesh” on 8" February 201 in the Shankar Lal Concert
Hall. She is a highly distinguished and respected classical dancer-singer and scholar of present
times. Her most noteworthy contributions to Indian classical dance is the comprehensive revival
and successful crusade of Vilasini Natyam.

Student Internship Programme

Sports: The University of Delhi sent 16 football players, two coaches and one administrator for
sports training to the Lincoln University and Asia Pacific Football Academy, New Zealand on
agreement sharing basis between the universities. This initiative received strong support from the
New Zealand government (Education New Zealand) which covered several aspects of the visit.

Students: About 40 students from various foreign universities are affiliated with different
departments and colleges of the University of Delhi under the exchange programmes.

Delegations: Various foreign delegations visited the office of Dean Academics and Dean
International Relations to discuss various possibilities of academic collaborations. Most of them
are from China, Japan, South Africa, USA, UK, Australia, New Zealand, Korea, and other countries.

CENTRE FOR GENETIC MANIPULATION OF CROP PLANTS

The Centre has developed two hybrids, DMH-1 (based on a CMS/restorer system) and DMH-11
(based on transgenic technology). DMH-1 has been released by the Ministry of Agriculture for
commercial cultivation in the mustard growing areas of north western India and DMH-11 is
undergoing bio-safety tests with funding from DBT under its BIRAP programme. In 2012-13, a
new hybrid DMH-4 has been entered in the ICAR coordinated trials. Extensive work was carried
out on development of SNPs by transcriptome sequences using next generation sequencing. Other
major activities of the Centre are on genome mapping to tag genes for oil content, fatty acid
biosynthesis, yield components and isolation and identification of candidate genes conferring resistance
to Alternaria blight, white rust and some important yield components.

The Library has created Digital Audio Document in DAZY form. 350 titles were produced in

in Hindji), E-Text of 105 books including 85 in English and 20 in Hindi were also produced. 3521
Audio books were distributed on CDs. The membership of the library is 198. It also has 16
computers, 3 audio books production studies and one embosser. The library has softwares like
Daize System, Sigtma, Dexbury, Sparsha and Leap Office.

Annual Cultural Festival — Antardhvani 2013. Students from all colleges participated in the events
which were held in the three day festival. The Dy. Dean Culture was Coordinator of five cultural
events included songs of India classical dances, vocal solo, instrumental music and rock band
competition.

DELHI UNIVERSITY SPORTS COUNCIL
Major Activities

Delhi University Sports Council successfully handled the responsibility to inculcate the sports
culture, not only in the affiliated colleges and university, but also in the education fraternity through
sports activities and academic excellence.

Under the dynamic leadership of Chairman, Delhi University Sports Council, organized the Inter
College in 60 disciplines such as Athletic, Football, Hockey, Volleyball and Handball.

FOREIGN STUDENT REGISTRY

The Foreign Students Registry office received about 2500 applications in the academic year 2012-
2013 from foreign Nationals coming from 108 different countries. About 600 eligibility letters
were issued and 550 students were admitted in various programmes. A total of 414 foreign students

were admitted in Undergraduate courses out of which 138 were enrolled in commerce course. 136
students were able to secure admission at various postgraduate and doctoral level courses. Indian

Council for Cultural Relations sponsors students under different courses and 166 foreign students
were admitted under this scheme. About 1500 foreign students were studying in University during

2012-2013 and the male and female ratio is approximately 48 and 52.
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WUS HEALTH CENTRE

The WUS Health Centre serves to about 40,000 beneficiary populations i.e. regular employees,
retired employees, resident and non-resident students and adhoc and contractual staff. The total
OPD attendance for the financial 2012-2013 was 1,17,888 and the total clinical services was
1,22,679 i.e. about 350 patients per day six day a week. These numbers are ever increasing.

NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME

For the academic year 2012-13 about 14,500 students registered as NSS volunteers with various
colleges. There are more than 60 colleges, which are implementing the NSS programme. All these
colleges enrolled their students under NSS to achieve the allocated target. During enrolment drive
the students were informed about the aims and objective of the NSS. Students were motivated by
the drive and enrolled them as NSS volunteers.

Gyanodaya Educational Trip was organized by University of Delhi for NSS and NCC volunteers.
350 NSS volunteers participated in this camp through Gyanodaya Express (Special Train) from
8 July 2012 to 19 July 2012. Gyanodaya Educational Team visited Ahmedabad, Mumbai, Goa,
Bengaluru (Mysore), Wardha and Nagpur. It was a learning experience for all NSS and NCC
participants.

A task force committee and sub-committees were formed to deal with the issues concerning
COTPA-2013 at Delhi University North Campus/South Campus Centre, and Dr. Aarati Saxena
was the Programme Coordinator of NSS Centre. An oath taking ceremony was also held by the
NSS volunteers and staff members to preserve the soil, water and natural resources to make this
earth worth living. Some saplings were planted by guest on this event. NSS volunteers along with
Programme officers from colleges actively participated in this programme. Poster making and
slogan writing was the main attraction of the programme.

As part of the endeavour to keep our surrounding clean and hygienic, NSS Centre, launched
cleanliness drive from the Vivekananda statue, Faculty of Arts, University of Delhi, 13 August
2012.

NSS Centre organized an inter College Skit Competition “Mann Ki Jhadu” at Tagore Hall.

A screening of film on Gandhiji’s biography was organized at Conference Centre on 28 September
2012.

The NSS Regional Center, Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports and the NSS Centre, University of
Delhi organized jointly a camp for selection of NSS Volunteers for Republic Day Parade Camp.

NSS Centre designed and circulated an assessment proforma “Campaign for Enhanced Spirit of
Volunteerism and Women’s Safety” in order to create awareness among the students about women
safety and gender sensitization.

Adventure Camp organized by Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports under “Youth to the Edge”
programme at Arunachal Pradesh for the NSS volunteers.
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300 NSS volunteers from different colleges provided their services at Antardhvani-2013 Annual
Cultural Festival.

Under the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports programme 25 NSS volunteers activity participated
in the Commonwealth Day celebration and Regional Workshop on Commonwealth Guiding
Framework on Youth Enterprises organized by Commonwealth Youth Programme Asia Centre,
Chandigarh at Hotel Radisson Blu, Dwarka, New Delhi.

GUIDANCE BUREAU

The University Employment Information and Guidance Bureau is rendering service to students
and others in the field of career guidance, information on employment opportunities, various public
examinations for employment. During the year 1,41,283 candidates registered through online services.
9690 vacancies received, 409 employers filed requisition, 8,42,642 candidates sponsored and 512
candidates placed.

GUEST HOUSE

Special catering arrangements were provided to 13,145 persons. 3,152 Room Guests were provided
accommodation, mess facility and hospitality.

Complete furnishing of Bamboo Cottage was inaugurated by Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor on 22 January,
2013.

INTERNATIONAL GUEST HOUSE

Special catering arrangements were provided to 560 requests for Lunch/Dinner/Hi-teas/Conference/
Meetings/Seminars.

The IGH 1280 rooms were provided for accommodation and messing for this academic year.
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UNIVERSITY PRESS

The University Press has taken various printing jobs, such as printing of degrees, Mark Sheets,
Answer Books, Prospectus, Yearly Review, Annual Reports of the University, Academic Council/
Executive Council minutes, printing of examination forms and several other items of the University
and its colleges. Besides, binding of various records and registers etc. of the University was also
done.

966 jobs were executed during the financial year 2012-2013 which costs at '1,69, 86,819/- to DU
and 1012 dockets were opened.

Schedule 15: Significant Accounting Policies
1 . Accounting Convention

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention and generally
on the accrual method of accounting unless otherwise stated.
2. Revenue Recognition

2.1 Fee from students/colleges, interest on saving bank accounts are accounted for on cash
basis.

2.2 Interest on investments is accounted for on accrual basis.

3. Government Grants
3.1 Government/UGC grants are accounted for on receipt basis.
3.2  To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure, Plan Development Grant received
from the University Grants Commission is transferred to the Capital Fund.

4. Inventory

Expenditure on purchase of chemicals, glassware, publications, stationery and other stores is
accounted for as revenue expenditure in the year of purchase.

5. Fixed Assets

(a) Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition less depreciation. Fixed assets received by
the University without any consideration has been capitalized in the financial statement
ata nominal valuei.e. - One per asset.

(b) Amount received on disposal of fixed assets has been accounted for as income in the
Income & Expenditure Account and written down value of these fixed assets has been
written off from Fixed Assets as well as Capital Fund Account.
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6. Depreciation

6.1 Depreciation is provided on Written Down Value method as specified in the Guidance
Note issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, at the following rates:

6.2 Inrespect of addition to fixed assets during the year, depreciation is provided for the full
year. In respect of deductions from the fixed assets, no depreciation is charged.

7. Retirement Benefits

Retirements benefits, i.e., pension, gratuity and leave encashment are accounted for on cash
basis as University’s pension liability like that of the Government is not funded but follows the
“Pay as you go” system of meeting the annual expenditure out of the annual revenue budget.
Capitalized value of pension and gratuity received from previous employers of those University
employees who have been absorbed in the University, is credited to the other income of the
University.

8. Foreign Currency Transactions

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are accounted for at the exchange rate prevailing
AT the date of payment/realization.

9. Investment
All investments are valued at cost.
10. Earmarked/Endowment Funds

10.1 The income and expenditure of Earmarked/Endowment funds are accounted for on cash
basis. The balance of respective funds is carried forward on the liability side of the
Balance Sheet and is represented by bank balance and investment on the asset side of
the Balance Sheet.
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10.2 Assets purchased/created out of Earmarked Funds (including Plan funds released by
the UGC), where the ownership of the assets vests in the University, are merged with
the fixed assets of the University by debiting the respective fixed asset account and
crediting Capital Fund account. Depreciation is charged at the rates applicable on the
respective assets.

10.3 Assets purchased of out of Project funded by outside agencies remain the property of
the concerned funding agency till the project is closed. After closure of the project, the
project assets are merged with the Fixed Assets of the University at written down
value by debiting respective Fixed Assets account and crediting Capital Fund Account.

Contingent Liabilities

Various claims filed by present/former employees of the University are pending before Industrial
Tribunals and the High Court of Delhi. The quantum of claim is not ascertainable.

Taxation

The income of the University is exempt from Income Tax under section 10(23C) (iiiab) of the
Income Tax Act 1961. No provision for Income Tax is therefore made in the accounts.

Salaries

The expenditure on salary is for the period from March 2012 to February 2013. No provision
is made towards salary for the month of March 2013.

(a) Current Assets, Loans and Advances

In the opinion of the management, the Current Assets, Loans and Advances have a
value on realization in the ordinary course, equal at least to the aggregate amounts
shown in the Balance Sheet.

(b) Loans & Advances

The Loans & Advances shown in the asset side of the Balance Sheet does not include
advances pertaining to period upto 31 March 2006, which are still outstanding for final
settlement. These Advances were charged to the respective head of account at the time
of release of advance.

Admission Processing Charges (APC) Fund

Savings of Entrance Fee after meeting expenditure on entrance examinations are treated as
earmarked fund and credited to the respective account. This accounting treatment is in
accordance with the guidelines of the APC Fund, approved by the Executive Council vide
Resolution No. 15 dated 01.04.2005.

Provident Fund Accounts

As the Provident Fund Accounts including New Pension Scheme Fund are owned by the
members of those funds and not by the University, these accounts were separated from the
University Accounts. However, a consolidated Receipts & Payments Account, consolidated
Income & Expenditure Account and a consolidated Balance Sheet of the Provident Fund Accounts
have been attached to the University’s Account.
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7. Halls & Hostels/Guest House

As Halls and Hostels are separate reporting entities, their accounts are prepared separately
from the University Accounts. However, a consolidated Receipts and Payment Account,
consolidated Income & Expenditure Account and a consolidated Balance Sheet of all the Halls
and Hostels and Guest Houses have been attached to the University’s Account.

8. Delhi University Press

As the University Press is a separate reporting entity, its accounts are prepared separately
and attached to the University’s Account.

Major Activities

Prof. A.K. Pandey: Taxonomic studies on Inula and related genera has been generated. A
checklist of Indian Cucurbitaceae has been published.

Prof. Veena Agrawal: Developed efficient protocols for micropropagation and genetic
transformation of antimalarial elite clone of Artemisia annua L., through A. rhizogenes. Besides,
impact of various abiotic and biotic elicitors on growth profile and artemisinin content of hairy root
cultures have also been worked out. The lab has developed PCR based molecular markers for
characterization of male and female plants in Simmondsia chinensis (Jojoba), a dioecious shrub of
arid zones, famous for jojoba oil. The group has also cloned the psoralen synthase gene from
Psoralea corylifolia and isochorismate synthase gene from Cassia angustifolia.

Dr. Renu Deswal: Cold modulated proteome of seabuckthorn, the Himalayan gold bush is
deciphered to understand cold signaling. Antifreeze proteins were purified from this freezing tolerant
bush for biotechnological applications. This work was published in a high impact journal and the
reference map published on Expasy proteomics database.
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Dr. Rupam Kapoor: Characterized the contributions of arbuscular mycorrhiza Glomus intraradices
in alleviation of salt stress in fenugreek (Trigonella foenum-graecum) plants. Research revealed
that under salt stress, mycorrhizal plants showed better growth and biomass than non mycorrhizal
plants. This effect is brought about by improved nutrient uptake, prevention of osmotic stress and
ultrastructural damage mitigation of oxidative stress.

GEOLOGY
Major Activities

Prof. C.S. Dubey and his team studied present activity and seismogenic potential of Himalayan
parallel Thrust faults in Delhi and proposed a new slope mass ratings for mountainous areas. Prof.
D.K. Sinha and Dr. Ashutosh K Singh provided additional criteria for the newly defined Pliocene /
Pleistocene boundary based on planktic foraminiferal events. Prof. A.M.Bhola documented
deformation pattern and vein development in Delhi Supergroup, Delhi-Aravalli Belt. Prof. GVR
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Prasad has described a new Late Cretaceous vertebrate fauna from the Cauvery basin, the first
Indian multituberculate mammal and troodontid dinosaur from the latest Cretaceous of India.
Prof. M.Jayananda has established geochronologic constraints on Meso and Neoarchean regional
metamorphism and magmatism in the Dharwar craton, southern India and offered geochemical
constraints on komatiite volcanism from the Sargur Group. From an experimental approach, Dr.
A. Chattopadhyay has shown influence of pre-existing fabrics on fault patterns during orthogonal
and oblique rifting. Dr. N.C.Pant using petrological and geochronologic tools proved extension of
East African Orogen within inland in the central Dronning Maud Land sector of east Antarctica.
Also, he has shown that not only the proximal cratonic component but distal Ross Orogen
(Palaeozoic) has also contributed as provenance of ocean sediments off the coast of Wilkes Land,
East Antarctica in consonance with the waning and waxing east Antarctic Ice sheet (EAIS). Dr.
P.P.Chakraborty established regressive depositional architecture for Mesoproterozoic Bhalukona
Formation, Singhora Group, Chhattisgarh Supergroup, central India using Sequence stratigraphic
and Nd isotopic evidences. A tectono-magmatic evolutionary model for the Singhora Group is also
proposed. From clay minerals record of the Ganga Plains, Dr. P.Srivastava has inferred provenance
and climate change in the Himalayan Foreland. Dr. Sashank Sekhar made an assessment of
groundwater quality of less contaminated aquifers in North District of Delhi.
